CLASSIS HOME MISSIONS COMMITTEE

Milton Church Plant -- Request for funding support 
Discussions have taken place in recent months involving a group from Milton and representatives from Classis Huron and Classis Toronto regarding the formation of a church plant in Milton.  These conversations have been fruitful, inspiring, and enthusiastic. Plans are to have a church plant begun this fall with the search team beginning its work as soon as both classes approve a three-year funding plan.
There are three partner churches – Georgetown, Acton, and Meadowvale .

Since the church plant will be part of Classis Toronto, Meadowvale CRC has agreed to serve as “lead parent”. 
The three lead partner churches will together contribute $25,000 per year for the first three years. Classis Toronto is being asked to commit $25,000 per year for the first three years and Classis Huron is being asked to commit $25,000 per year for the first three years. Once the classes approve the funding arrangement, a team to hire the church planter can begin its work in May or June. It is hoped that this church planter will be working by September.
MOTION: That Classis Huron Home Missions Committee be authorized to provide $25,000 per year for three years in support of the Milton church plant, beginning in 2010.  

Grounds:

a) It is the goal of Classis to continually set aside funds to initiate church plants.  
b) The money in the bank.
c) Classis Home Missions Committee has already approved this request.
d) Classis is on the cutting edge of something new; a partnership with Classis Toronto and Christian Reformed Home Missions. 
e) With the approvals of Classis Toronto (already obtained) and CRHM (already obtained), it is hoped that the search for a planter can begin this summer with a possible ministry start in the fall of 2010.
